What Can Alumni Associations Do?
Once an alumni association is established, the possible activities in which the association can engage are limitless. The following suggestions are just a few of many possible activities alumni associations can do.
Alumni associations can:

· Develop a speakers’ bureau made up of alumni interested in addressing local Rotary clubs.
· Conduct local service projects.

· Work on established service projects with local Rotary clubs.

· Meet to share fellowship with other alumni.

· Hold fundraisers to support local charitable organizations and The Rotary Foundation.

· Network with other alumni associations and develop alumni exchanges.

· Help with outbound scholar and GSE orientations.

· Hold events for current scholars in the area.

· Participate in the selection process for future scholars and GSE teams.

RFACs can help existing alumni associations:

· Introduce alumni who are new to the area to the alumni association.

· Introduce the alumni association to local Rotary clubs, Rotaract clubs, Interact clubs, etc.
· Encourage local Rotary leaders to involve alumni associations in service projects and local events.

· Invite alumni association representatives to district conferences and Foundation seminars.

· Connect existing alumni associations to other alumni interested in starting an alumni association.

· Connect alumni associations to other alumni associations around the world.

· Encourage alumni participation in international Rotary events like the Rotary Alumni Celebration.
