The Ambassadorial Scholarship program is The Rotary’s Foundation’s oldest, and perhaps best known, program. It has a tradition of excellence dating back to 1947, its primary purpose being to further international understanding and friendly relations among people of different countries and cultures. Rotary Districts do that by financing a year of study abroad for qualifying students at a value up to $23,000 per scholarship.

Internationally, The Foundation supports about 1,000 Ambassadorial Scholarships a year. This area’s Rotary District has annually selected three to six scholars for the program, the most recently chosen now studying in Italy, France and Spain. Another two Rotary Ambassadorial scholarships will be awarded for 2010-11 for undergraduate or graduate study anywhere in the world where there is a Rotary club.

All applications must be completed on the specified form and endorsed by a local Rotary club.
