Essential Questions

General Overview

Why did you apply for this scholarship and what are you hoping to achieve by it?

Knowledge of Rotary and Scholarship Program

What do you know about Rotary and this scholarship program? What do you understand of the expectations of scholars before, during and after the study year?

Career Plans

How will you apply your field of study to a future career and how will a year abroad help? How will your chosen countries and study institutions help?

Knowledge of Country(ies) and Study Institutions

What do you know about the countries and study institutions you’ve chosen (culturally, economically, politically, academically, otherwise)? Do you anticipate any challenges and how would you deal with them?

Representing District 6200/La/USA

What would you share with people abroad, whether students or adults, in formal or informal settings, about this Rotary District, Louisiana and the USA? How would you handle inquiries or comments that are negative or politically touchy?

Civic Involvement/Pride

Rotary is about promoting international understanding, world peace, and humanitarian efforts. Share with us any community or service activity you’ve been or are involved with, or would be likely to get involved in. (See third essay.)

Preparation

How would you further prepare for your year abroad, particularly in the year before departure? (Need for more language proficiency? Rotary knowledge? Familiarity with home country/district and host country/district/schools?)

Other

What do you believe would be the biggest benefit of living and studying abroad? The biggest challenge?

What qualities, skills or personal characteristics do you have that would enable you to be an ambassador of goodwill? Can you give any examples of where you’ve been in a situation where you’ve had to apply those?

You know that your application requires five study institutions and three countries and that Rotary, seeking geographical distribution of scholars, could ask you to go elsewhere. How prepared are you to travel to any of your chosen countries, or some other, and how might a selection other than 1st choice affect your plans?
