Rotary D5890 Global Grant Guidelines 2011-12
Total Grant Funds available to D-5890 in the 2011-12 year amount to $211,000 and up to a maximum amount of $105,500 (being 50%) may be utilized for District Grants. Accordingly Global Grant funds available to our district this year will amount to $105,500 plus whatever balance is not fully utilized by the District Grants. For comparison in the 2009-10 year $218,500 was available for District and Global Grants.
Any amounts necessary to fund Global Grant scholars must first be deducted from the above pool of funds before determining the amount available for other Global Grants including but not limited to Vocational Training Teams and Polio Plus. 
For Clubs contemplating applying for Global Grants we strongly encourage those Clubs to confirm that their Host partner on the grant is in compliance with TRF reporting obligations on existing grants. Of course both the Host and International Partner clubs must be qualified by TRF.  We are aware that, in the past, clubs have spent considerable time and effort working up Grant proposals only to find that their proposed Host partner is under suspension by TRF.  A simple email to the TRF staff member responsible for the project country will answer that question or just email Bill Davis for confirmation.
Your committee considers it prudent to establish a few “guidelines” to keep in mind as we contemplate the applications that will come before us this year.

Guidelines - subject to review and amendment throughout the year:
1.  Under the Pilot District policy the minimum request from The Rotary Foundation (TRF) for any project is $15,000, unchanged from the 2010-11 year. Hence the contribution from member clubs and the Districts must be such as to attract a minimum of $15,000 from TRF. Contributions from the Districts DDF are matched 100% by TRF and club contributions 50%.
2. Clubs are encouraged to seek additional clubs/districts to participate in individual projects in an attempt  to achieve their total funding objective.
3. As a pilot district any Global Grant requires that partners in the grant must also be from other pilot districts. We cannot accept cash contributions from non-pilot clubs towards our grants. Non-pilot districts are permitted to transfer DDF to a pilot district for use as the receiving district sees fit.
4. A maximum District Designated Fund (DDF) contribution of $10,000 for any one Global  Grant project with any one club allowed  to serve as International Partner on a maximum of one grant.
5. Will the project have sustainability? 
6. Do the applicant Clubs 

a.   have a positive history of giving to TRF on a per capita basis?
b.   have members who participated in District activities…Group Study Exchange, Student Exchange, District Assembly, District Conference, Seminars and Family Of Rotary?
c.   have a successful history of timely completion and reporting on previous Grants if indeed the club has conducted Grants  in the past? The Grants committee will be pleased to work with clubs who have not participated in Grants in the past.

d. have a “current status”  in payment of dues to RI and the District?
7. Consistent with the Future Vision priorities applications must address at least one of the six areas of focus.
a. Water and sanitation

b. Maternal and child health

c. Education and basic literacy

d. Economic and community development

e. Disease prevention/treatment

f. Peace and conflict resolution/prevention

8. Clubs must be “qualified”

Most importantly the $211,000 returned to our District is the result of contributions made by our members and clubs to TRF in the 2008-09 fiscal year.

 Accordingly please encourage contributions to TRF in both the current 2010-11 year and the 2011-12 year.
